Editorial requirements

The editors accept only works not published in another journal, made in accordance with ethical standards.

The editorial team asks authors submitting materials for publication to comply with the following rules:

· texts to be printed can not exceed 1 publishing sheet with tables and illustrations. They should be written in Word and delivered in the form of a computer printout (1 copy) and an accompanying electronic medium;

· the work should be accompanied by the title and author's summary (maximum ½ page) in English;

· Authors are requested to provide full name and information about: degree / academic title, place of work (university, cathedral, department), address, telephone number

and e-mail address;

· material in the form of photographs, drawings and tables should be described by means of: number (Arabic numeral - "12" font); title - "12"

· (in the case of a table - above the table) and source ("10");

· drawings should be prepared as separate files with the name (all files collected in one folder), in CorelDraw (or other) graphics program in * .TIF, * .JPG or EPS format,

· scanned colour photographs - minimum resolution of 300 dpi; black and white photographs - 600 dpi resolution; black and white (linear) drawings - 1200 dpi resolution,

· drawings, diagrams, photographs illustrating the text - along with the signatures - should be additionally stored on the electronic medium in separate files;

· in the text, mark the place where the given illustration should be placed (with a signature), a graph, a table, etc .;

· the study should be divided into parts and contain subheadings;

· text should be written using the Times New Roman "12" font, keeping space between the lines - 1.5;

· there should be no more than 30 lines on the page;

· footnotes should be placed at the bottom of the page (bibliographical descriptions should be modeled on the examples below);

· author's correction should be sent back to the editor within a period not exceeding 7 days.

· articles to be printed are subject to review. The editorial office reserves the right to shorten texts and make changes after agreement with the author.
